ARRIVAL

WELCOME to Denver! Once you arrive at Denver International Airport
(DEN) you’ll need transportation from the airport to Downtown
Denver. Options include Super Shuttle, Taxi or a Rental Car.

SUPER SHUTTLE

SIA has negotiated a special rate for all Snow Show attendees for
transportation from the airport to Downtown Denver (and back).

The discounted rate is $15 one-way or $30 round trip*. Reservations
must be made in advance for the discounted rate. Travel time is
45-60 minutes, depending on hotel location and number of stops.
You must check in at the Super Shuttle desk before pick-up.

To book, visit supershuttle.com; Enter SNOW1 as the discount code.
*Please note the discount is upon checkout. The discount code will
also get you $5 off of executive car service to/from the airport.

To check in at the Super Shuttle desk, take the train from the gate
area to the terminal and proceed up the escalators to Level 5
Baggage claim. Claim your luggage and then proceed directly to
the Super Shuttle Denver counter (open daily 7A - 11P). It’s located
across from the water feature under the Ground Transportation
signs. Super Shuttle staff will direct you to the appropriate shuttle
loading area on Island 3.

TAXIS

Denver International Airport (DEN) has
designated flat fares to the following
areas: Downtown Denver, The Denver
oulder, CO. There
are no additional charges for
additional passengers. If you are
traveling in a party of 3 or
more, the most
cost effective
method to get to/
from DEN would
be a taxi.

RENTAL CARS

Once you are in Downtown Denver, you shouldn’t need a car as it
is one of the most walkable downtowns in the country; including
free shuttles on the 16™ St. Mall as well as pedi-cabs, Light Rail
and other traditional options. There are self-parking charges at
most hotels in Downtown Denver. Costs vary from $12-25/day
depending upon the hotel. Daily charges for parking garages/
surface parking lots range from $10-25/day.
